Public Comments

Supervisor Johnston read a letter sent to him from Mr. Ed Barbiero regarding his water bill.  He feels he does not have to pay the sewer portion because the water used to “wet cure” his concrete driveway did not go through the sewer.  Supervisor Johnston said he spoke with Mr. Barbiero and explained to him that there will be no relief on the sewer portion.  He also spoke with Jeff Ritter regarding the issue.  The Town Board and Superintendent Burmaster agreed that it was not a catastrophic event and he does in fact owe the sewer portion of the water bill.
Debbie Curyto from 3137 Park ave. complained about her neighbor that lives across the street. She said “it’s looking worse and worse all the time and the garbage cans have not been put back”.  She also said that 3134 Oak street look like a “complete dump”.  She complained about another property but didn’t know the address.  
Code Enforcer Jeffery’s explained to her that he sent letters to the residents right after she was here at last month’s meeting and they are supposed to appear in court but it takes time.
Attorney Dowd told Debbie that Code Enforcer Jeffery’s has sent out notice of violations since court.
Supervisor Johnston stated that “we’ve been thru this time and time again”.  “We know your number, all of us do!” Code Enforcer Jeffery’s is working on other violations also.  He asked Debbie if she saw Peter’s report and all the work that he does?
Debbie Parker thanked the highway for putting up the wreaths.  She thought they looked really nice.
